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Paros has a new musem of
European standards, a spe-
cial museum created on the
beautiful hill of Marpisa on the

western part of the island. It
is the "NIKOS PERANTINOS™
Sculpture Museum.

Nikos Perantinos was born in Athens in
1910. In 1928, he studied in the School of
Fine Arts in the Sculpture studio of Thomas
Thomopoulos. Upon finishing his studies, he
received along with his degree in Sculpture,
the Chrysovergio Award and a scholarship
to continue his studies in Paris.

In 1941 he was appointed resident sculp-
tor at the National Archaeological Museum
where he contributed significant work in
restoring ancient pieces. His work stands
out. He is a master of simplicity and classic
form and has received many distinctions
and awards.

“Aristeon Kalon Technon Glyptikis” [Fine Arts
Prize: Sculpture], on 23rd March 1991.

On 20th July 1991, when the foundation of
the “Nikos Perantinos” Sculpture Museum
— with 192 sculptures, reliefs and many de-
signs - was announced in the Government
Gazette (GG 1045/91), he passed away.
Nikos Perantinos, worthy heir and perpetua-
tor of the Greek sculpting tradition, has rich
activity to show in the field of medals. He
created an extensive and significant series of
medals, claiming an important place among
contemporary Greek medallists.

He was further distinguished in the field of
numismatics, the elder should remember

and is justifiably considered possibly the
most handsome coin to have been cut in
modern Greece.

The “NIKOS PERANTINOS"” Sculpture Mu-
seum is inviting the visitor to admire works
of classic sculpture, medals, coins and many
of the sculptor’s designs in its five spacious,
bright rooms. In the courtyard of the Mu-
seum one can see “Mneme” (Memory), a
human size sculpture that has also stood at
the junction of Amalias and Vas. Olgas street
(stiles Olimpiou Dios) in Athens, since 1989.
In 1990, the sculpture was offered to Lux-
embourg — with an initiative of the ministry
of Culture — where it adoms the building
of the European Court of Justice.

The interior of the approximately 500 sq.m.
museum, with its five rooms and a space
below devoted to Monuments and educa-
tion programs, has been decorated by the
architect Emmanuel Dimitropoulos. The
layout aims to bring out the artist's work
and show the sculptures in the most advan-
tageous manner.

Furthermore, Nikos Perantinos’ sculpture
workshop has been open for thirty years
now at Agia Anna, Parikia. It was founded
in 1964 by Nikos Perantinos. He set up a
marble sculpture studio at Agia Anna, Parikia
when he returned from Paris.

[t is a traditional Cycladic workshop with
architectural arches located amidst a pine
forest overlooking the sea. It opened its
doors in 1974, mainly with foreign friends of
Perantinos from Paris as students. He used
to put them up for the summer and teach
them the Art of sculpting marble, wishing
to further the Parian Sculpture tradition, a
strong believer in this Art form.

His work has continued after his death. To-
day, there are sculpture, metalwork, bronze-
work, marble mosaic and marble sculpture
workshops in Paros and Athens.
